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Austin Meo Elected Governor at 69" Session of Jersey Boys State
Running mate Brendan Miccio Elected Lieutenant Governor
Sen. Cory Booker Read the Oath of Office to Governor Meo and Lt. Gov. Miccio

LAWRENCEVILLE, NJ — On Thursday, June 26, 2014, the American Legion Jersey Boys State (ALJBS) Board of Elections
announced Austin Meo (Cranbury — Post 76) and Brendan Miccio (Franklin Lakes — Post 369) will serve as Governor and Lieutenant
Governor, respectively, for the 69" session of American Legion Jersey Boys State (ALJBS).

The Governor and Lieutenant Governor were sworn-in by Senator Cory Booker.

On Wednesday, June 25, Meo competed in the National Party primary among many candidates. Meo selected Miccio as his running
mate to serve as Lieutenant Governor Wednesday night.

The hands-on approach for teaching civics and government in action at the local, county and state level allows each statesmen to run
for many offices from Athletic Director—to Mayor—to County Freeholder—and to Boys Nation Senator — among many others. This
year’s 924 statesmen hail from more than 325 communities across New Jersey.
